LISTENING AND SPEAKING 2
Introduction

Compulsory for English majors, 80 hours in Semesters 3-4. 

Aim 

By the end of Year 2 students will be able to understand and speak English to a level corresponding to Band B2 in the CEFR.

Objectives
By the end of Year 2 students will:
· be able to understand and structure clear and detailed oral descriptions on a wide range of subjects of academic and professional interest 

· be able to understand in detail standard spoken language even in a noisy environment;

· be able to follow and respond to straightforward and clearly structured lectures or talks on a familiar topic, including professional topics
· be able to understand most radio and TV programmes (documentaries, live interviews, talk shows, plays and the majority of films) delivered in standard language and summarise them orally 
· to express a viewpoint by giving the advantages and disadvantages of various options, causes, consequences, hypothetical situations 

· be able to use appropriate language in different social contexts 
Indicative content

Listening 

Text types for listening

· Conversations, dialogues 

· Telephone conversations

· Public announcements (e.g. train/airport announcements) 

· TV and radio news

· TV and radio programmes (talk shows, documentaries)

· Clearly structured presentations, talks, lectures on topics of academic and professional interest 

· Feature films

· Interviews 

· Songs 

· Audio books

Strategies and responses
· listening for main idea

· listening for specific information 

· listening and taking notes

· summarising in English and the native language from a listening input
Spoken Interaction 

· exchanging information on academic and professional topics in a dialogue

· conveying emotions using appropriate intonation and stress

· engaging in an extended conversation on most general topics
· carrying out a prepared interview, checking and confirming information, following up interesting replies

· accounting for and sustaining opinions in discussions by providing relevant explanations, arguments and comments

Spoken Production 

· detailed reports on a wide range of subjects related to their field of interest 
· summaries of short extracts from news items, interviews or documentaries containing opinions, arguments and discussion
· expressing a viewpoint in a formal setting on a topical issue giving the advantages and disadvantages of various options 
· contributing as main speaker to a debate
· presentations on topics from Year 2
Approaches to teaching and learning

· Task-based practical work (e.g. analysing a presentation and identifying strong and weak points)
· Discussions

· Keeping a Learning Log

· Role-plays

· Simulations

· Presentations (group and individual)

· Debates

· A variety of listening tasks based on audio and video recorded texts  

· Self-study (e.g. extensive listening, working on pronunciation)
Learning outcomes

By the end of Year 2 students should have:

· developed an ability to understand and respond to a range of listening text types on topics listed in the curriculum for Year 2;

· developed an ability to take part in and sustain a conversation on any of the topics in the curriculum for Year 2 in formal and informal contexts;

· developed an ability to give reports, summaries and presentations, including detailed descriptions and viewpoints on topics in the curriculum for Year 2.
