Introduction

Compulsory for English Majors, 80 h in semesters 3-4 

Aims
By the end of Year 4 students will be expected to reach a level of reading proficiency equivalent to Band C1 in the CEFR.
By the end of Year 2 students will be able to read and understand a range of text types to a level approaching Band B2 in the CEFR.

Objectives
By the end of Year 2 students will:

· be able to read and comprehend  the content and the significance of news, articles and reports on topics connected with their field  interests and summarise them orally.

· be able to recognize bias, opinion, point of view and hyperbole in a variety of texts 
· be able to understand in detail texts within their field of interest or the area of their academic or professional specialism.

· be able to understand semi-specialized articles outside their own field of interest with only occasional recourse to a dictionary.

· be able to  read reviews dealing with the content and criticism of cultural topics (films, theatre, literary books ) and summarize the main points.

· be able to read professional articles on topics within their areas of academic and professional specialism and grasp the most important points.

· be able to look through a manual of instructions  (e.g. for a computer program) and understand the relevant explanations.
· be able to read and understand plot development, actions and consequences in a narrative or play 
Indicative content

Text types (authentic materials as far as possible) 

· Newspaper and magazine articles (news, reports, feature articles, popular science articles from such magazines as Uzbekistan Today, The Economist, The New Scientist, National Geographic)
· Critical reviews

· Poems

· Extracts from plays and novels
· Internet texts (blogs, websites, forums)

· Instruction manuals (e.g. for equipment) 

· Encyclopaedia entries

· Articles on professional topics (from such magazines as UzTEA Newsletter, English Teaching Professional, Modern English Teacher)
· Reports, analyses and commentaries where opinions, viewpoints are presented and discussed 

Purposes for reading 

· Extensive reading (reading for pleasure) 

· Intensive reading (reading for information, in-depth understanding etc)

Reading strategies and responses

· reading for main points

· reading for gist

· reading for specific information

· inferring, reading between the lines

· speed reading

· summarising 

· agreeing or disagreeing with the author

· making notes 

Approaches to teaching and learning
· Use of semi-authentic materials

· Task-based practical work

· Self-study

· Mini-lectures in key areas 

· Shared critical discussion of texts/articles

· Presentations of main ideas to summarise and interpret texts

· Debates based on texts/articles      

· Reflection on reading strategies

· developed  understanding of the  main points in a variety of reading texts on topics in the curriculum for Year 2

· developed their ability to reading of a range of text types effectively for main points and for the gist
· demonstrated an ability to interact with a range of texts and to respond critically as readers
