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VOCABULARY 2
Introduction

Compulsory,68 hours, semesters 3 and 4

Aims
· to enlarge the range of students’ vocabulary

· develop students’ ability to recognise and use words in communication

· enhance students’ use of appropriate strategies for building and storing vocabulary 
Objectives
By the end of Year 2 students will be able to:

· recognise word meaning in the context of topics of general personal and professional interest 

· identify appropriate uses of words, phrases in topics of general personal and professional interest 

· recognise and use pronunciation patterns of words relevant to the topics of general personal and professional interest they are familiar and not familiar with (stress, etc.)

· use resources (e.g. dictionaries, concordances, etc.) to explore the use of vocabulary in different contexts

· use idiomatic expressions and colloquialisms with an awareness of implied meaning and meaning by association
· convey finer shades of meaning precisely by using, with reasonable accuracy, a wide range of expressions to qualify statements and pinpoint the extent to which something is the case
· recognise and confidently choose the vocabulary appropriate to the context according to style, register, cultural appropriacy etc.
Indicative content

(Relevant to topics for Year 2)
Lexical systems

· A wide range of idiomatic expressions and colloquialisms, appreciating shifts in style and register 

· Slang and idiomatic usage

· A variety of appropriate expressions to preface remarks in order to get the floor, or to gain time and keep the floor while thinking
· Use of equivalent terms for words without distracting the listener
· Lexical relationships - synonymy, antonymy, homonymy (e.g. knight – night, a record – to record), hyponymy (e.g. environmental problem – CO2 emissions, air pollution,etc)
· Lexical chunks
· Word fields (words relating to one topic area, e.g. environment)

· Set phrases and lexical chunks (e.g. phrasal verbs such as turn off and phrases such as to and fro, pros and cons)

· Varieties (e.g. autumn (BrE) – fall (AmE))
· Phrasal verbs (e.g. get on, end up, run out of, etc.)
· Word formation (e.g. employment, disillusion, ten-mile, five-year-old, etc.)
· Abbreviations (e.g. html, TESOL, ELT, etc)
· Collocations (e.g. renewable energy, to conserve energy, etc also nouns, adjectives and verbs + prepositions, e.g. effect on, dependant on, etc. rely on)
· Cognates and false cognates (e.g. decade, anecdote, etc.)
· Professional and academic terminology (e.g. language acquisition, hypothesis, etc. )
Strategies
· Use of concordances and other corpus-based resources
· Dictionary training (monolingual/bilingual, paper/electronic/on-line)
· Guessing meaning from context
· Different ways of learning (e.g. learning by heart, setting daily targets, learning by association, mnemonics, etc.)

Approaches to teaching and learning
· Text-based tasks for inferring meaning of vocabulary from context 

· Task-based activities for exploring and using vocabulary in context 

· Awareness raising activities 

· Dictionary research activities
· Corpus-based tasks (exposing students to the ways vocabulary is used in different contexts)

Students will have developed:

· a good command of idiomatic expressions and colloquialisms with an awareness of implied meaning and meaning by association
· ability to convey finer shades of meaning precisely by using, with reasonable accuracy, a wide range of expressions to qualify statements and pinpoint the extent to which something is the case
· their active and passive vocabulary on the topics dealt with during Year 2.

· their ability to explore the peculiar use of vocabulary in different contexts through corpora.
· a range of effective strategies for guessing, storing and recalling lexis.
