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 WRITING 2
Introduction

Compulsory for English Majors, 68 hours in semesters 3-4
Aim
By the end of Year 2 students will be able to write a range of text types on the topics in the curriculum for Year 2 to a level corresponding to Band B2 in the CEFR.

Objectives
By the end of Year 2 students will:
· be able to express themselves in writing from a clear point of view on a wide range of topics from the Topics list for the second year;  
· be able to write different types of essays such as compare-contrast, cause and effect,  emphasising decisive points and including supporting details;
· be able to write summaries of articles on topics of general and special interest; 
· be able to write letters and reports highlighting the personal significance of events and experiences;
· be able to write short reviews of a film or a book 
· be able to produce a piece of creative writing such as stories, poems, plays;
· have acquired understanding of and had practice in writing as a process of drafting, self  and peer editing and evaluation;
Indicative content 
For analysis and production:
Factual writing:

· reports (e.g. based on researching community problems, educational issues etc)

· summaries from different sources and media

Essays:

· descriptive
· narrative
· compare-contrast
· cause and effect
· short reviews of a film or a book 
· an article for a university newspaper

Letters and other communications:

· letters with different purposes (of explanation, complaint, etc.)

· a range of level of formality in letters according to the writers relationship with the addressee (e. g. letters to the editor, letters to rector of the university) 

· written feedback to a peer

· informal e-mail messages
Creative writing:

· poems

· stories 

· scripts for short plays

Approaches to teaching and learning
· Task-based practical work

· Keeping a learning log

· Out of class writing tasks

· Writing as a process:
· In class pre-writing activities

· Drafting and redrafting

· Peer reviewing

· Self-evaluation
