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READING 1
Introduction

Compulsory for English Majors, 80 h in semesters 1-2 

Aims 

By the end of Year 4 students will be expected to reach a level of reading proficiency equivalent to Band C1 in the CEFR.
By the end of Year 1 students will be able to read and understand a range of text types to a level approaching Band B1 in the CEFR.

Objectives
By the end of the Year 1 students will:

· be able to   understand the main points in short newspaper articles about current and familiar topics.

· be able to  guess the meaning of single unknown words from context 
· be able to skim short texts and find relevant facts and information 
· be able to understand the most important information in short factual texts
· be able to understand simple messages and standard letters 
· be able to understand the plot of a clearly structured story and recognize the most important episodes and events.
· be able to distinguish purposes in reading
· be aware of their own reading problems and possible ways of dealing with them.
Indicative content

· Text types (authentic materials as far as possible) 
· Menus, recipes 

· Timetables

· Short stories 

· Horoscopes

· Personal letters

· Diaries 

· Information leaflets, brochures (on exhibitions, films etc.), travel guides

· Magazine articles (interview with celebrities, horoscopes)

· Short newspaper articles on familiar topics 

· Poems

· Internet texts (blogs)

· Advertisements (scholarships, travel sites) 

· Instructions (e.g. for equipment) 

· Encyclopaedia entries

· Purposes for reading 

· Reading for pleasure (usually extensive reading)

· scanning 

· skimming 

· guessing meaning of words in context

· inferring, reading between the lines; 

· speed reading

· Task-based practical work

· Discussion of main points

· Keeping learning logs

· Mini-lectures in key areas 

· Shared discussion of texts/articles

· Presentation of main points

· Role plays based on characters in fiction texts

· Identifying and remedying reading problems

- back tracking

- eye movement, concentration 

- constant reference to dictionaries
