Assessment specifications
Research report
Students identify the variety of a text (written or spoken) and give reasons for arriving at their decisions. 

· Teacher gives students a text (written or spoken) of a certain variety of English. Students identify the variety and give reasons for arriving at their decision.

· The task is done individually in written form. The length of the answer should be about 400 words.
· Spoken texts can be radio or TV programme recordings, extracts from films, video clips on the Internet (e.g. www.teachertube.com www.youtube.com ). Written texts can be taken from newspapers, magazines, Internet blogs, forums and other sources. Texts should be on the daily topics which are familiar to students.

Presentation
Students prepare a 8-10 minute presentation individually on the English which is used in Uzbekistan providing evidence from the Internet, media, etc.

Analysis
Students suggest a solution to a situational problem related to the course. 
· Individual task.
· 5 minutes are given for students to prepare and 4-5 minutes for spoken response (speaking time). 
Sample situations:

	You are a teacher and your student comes and says that s/he wants a particular variety of English. How would you answer? Explain your opinion.


	Your students at school are not motivated to learn English because they can’t see any chance of using it. How would you respond? Explain your opinion.
