Assessment specifications 

1. Designing Material

Students’ part and Teacher’s notes 

Based on what you have learned in Materials Design and Evaluation course, you should develop a unit including Students’ part and Teacher’s notes for university/college/school learners of English at an appropriate level. 

You will be evaluated according to the following criteria: 

Criteria for evaluation of the Students part
· Evidence of encouraging critical thinking in tasks

· Variety of language skills that enable the learners to gain the mastery of the content/topic 

· Practical Grammar and Vocabulary applications are well integrated into the material

· Relevance of an input material (eg. a reading text, video extract etc.) to the activities, and level

· Language of instructions

· Layout/design

· Visual support
Criteria for evaluation of the Teacher’s part 
· Quality and clarity of rationale, including definition of a target group, level etc.

· Clear explanation of the activities from Student’s part 

· Appropriate and clear instructions to the teacher 

· Clear cross-referencing to student’s material

· Layout

2. Evaluation of teaching material(s)
For this task look through one unit from the textbook that teacher provided and a text from the unit and analyse them. 

Unit evaluation: 

· Who is the material intended for?

· What skills are practiced? What is the proportion of work on each skill?

· What text-types are included?

· What kinds of language description are used?

· What subject-matter area (and assumed level of knowledge) is required?

· What kinds of exercises/tasks are included in the unit?

· What interaction pattern(s) is/are used?

· What aids does the unit require?

· What strategies might be used?

Text evaluation: look at the text from the unit and evaluate it based on the followings:

A. Appearance: What does the text look like?

· Headings and subheadings?

· Bullets?

· White space?

· Special use of fonts?

Why? (Why were those choices made? Gain insights into the values of the discourse community.)

B. Organisation: What does the text look like? 

· Paragraphs? How many? What kinds of information?

· How many sentences per paragraph?

· How is the information organised? (the discourse structure or “formal schemata”?)

· Any personal pronouns?

· Verb forms and tenses? Contractions?

· Purpose/s of the text?

· Would a spoken version of this text be different? If so, how?
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
