Final Assessment 

There is one test for final assessment. The reading test is based on three different new texts. Texts should be from professional and popular scientific sources. Each text in the reading test has a number of tasks. Tasks in the reading test focus on reading comprehension.  The tasks could be also reading and summarising, reading and agreeing/disagreeing. 

Time for reading test is 80 minutes. 

Presentation 
For this presentation you will have to choose and compare 2 professional articles on one topic that you have discussed in Methodology Modules. Include the following points in your presentation: 

· What articles did you choose and who are the authors?

· What journal/magazine did you take them from?

· Brief summary of the articles or the message of the articles?

· What are the views of both authors on your topic?

· Do you agree or disagree with the author’s views? Why?

Criteria for assessment
