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Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan

ON MEASURES TO IMPROVE THE ACTIVITY OF THE UZBEKISTAN STATE WORLD LANGUAGES UNIVERSITY

In order to further develop foreign language learning, and to ensure the implementation of measures aimed at improving the level and quality of training highly qualified foreign language teachers for general education schools, vocational colleges, academic lyceums, and higher education institutions in accordance with international standards:

1. The Uzbekistan State World Languages University shall be designated as the republican basic educational and scientific-methodological institution for the continuous education system in foreign languages.
The following main tasks and functions shall be assigned to the Uzbekistan State World Languages University:

Training highly qualified foreign language teachers for general education schools, vocational colleges, academic lyceums, and higher education institutions, equipped with modern pedagogical and information-communication technologies;

Developing and continuously improving state educational standards, curricula and programs, textbooks, and educational-methodological manuals for the entire continuous education system in foreign languages in accordance with international standards, involving international consultants if necessary;

Developing and implementing modern teaching methods for foreign languages based on studying international experience in all educational institutions of the continuous education system, including institutions for professional development and retraining of personnel in foreign languages;

Primarily focusing on the retraining and professional development of foreign language teachers and methodologists at profile higher education institutions and establishments.

The proposal by the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Specialized Education, the Ministry of Public Education, the Ministry of Economy, and the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Uzbekistan to establish the Republican Scientific-Practical Center for the Development of Innovative Methods of Teaching Foreign Languages at Uzbekistan State World Languages University is approved.
It shall be determined that the Director of the Republican Scientific-Practical Center for the Development of Innovative Methods of Teaching Foreign Languages shall also serve as a Vice-Rector of Uzbekistan State World Languages University. The appointment and dismissal of the Director shall be carried out in accordance with the established procedure by order of the Minister of Higher and Secondary Specialized Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
The following shall be approved:

The updated organizational structure of Uzbekistan State World Languages University, consisting of a limited number of 47 management staff members, in accordance with Appendix 1;

The organizational structure of the Republican Scientific-Practical Center for the Development of Innovative Methods of Teaching Foreign Languages, consisting of a limited number of 17 management staff members, in accordance with Appendix 2.

       The Rector of Uzbekistan State World Languages University shall be granted the right to make changes to the university’s organizational structure, within the established number of management staff, in coordination with the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Specialized Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the Ministry of Finance.

The Republican Commission established by the Decree No. R-3971 of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated February 12, 2013 (headed by R.S. Azimov) shall, based on the main tasks assigned to the University, ensure that by August 1 of the current year, the University conducts certification of leadership personnel, professors, and teachers with high demands, principled and objective evaluation of the knowledge of those being certified.
For the 2013/2014 academic year, the admission quotas to Uzbekistan State University of World Languages shall be established as follows in accordance with Appendix 3:

1,350 students for bachelor's degree programs, including 385 on state grants;

131 students for master's degree programs, including 19 on state grants.

 The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the Ministry of Foreign Economic Relations, Investments, and Trade shall provide continuous support in attracting foreign language specialists to teach at the Uzbekistan State University of World Languages, as well as in establishing close cooperation with leading universities around the world for training teachers and specialists in foreign languages.
The proposal of the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Specialized Education, the Ministry of Economy, and the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Uzbekistan to construct a new academic-administrative building and a sports complex for the Uzbekistan State University of World Languages, as well as to reconstruct and carry out major repairs of the university’s existing academic buildings, information-resource center, and social and utility infrastructure facilities, shall be approved.
The Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan shall:
Introduce relevant amendments to the Program for the Modernization of the Material and Technical Base of Higher Educational Institutions and the Radical Improvement of the Quality of Specialist Training for 2011–2016, as approved by Presidential Decree No. PQ-1533 dated May 20, 2011;

Within one month, adopt a resolution on strengthening and expanding the material and technical base of the Uzbekistan State University of World Languages. This resolution shall provide for the commencement of construction of a new academic-administrative building in 2014, and designate the “Single Customer Service” Engineering Company under the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Specialized Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan as the project contractor, and “Uzogirsanoatloyiha” JSC as the main design organization.

The Ministry of Finance and the Ministry of Economy of the Republic of Uzbekistan shall allocate targeted funds within the framework of the parameters of the State Budget of the Republic of Uzbekistan for 2013 and the following years. These funds shall include the necessary capital limits for construction, renovation, and repair works at the Uzbekistan State University of World Languages; for material and technical equipment; as well as for the purchase of foreign language literature, subscription to journals and other periodicals, and electronic information and library resources.
As part of the implementation of measures for learning foreign languages, computer equipment, special tools, and inventory imported to strengthen the material and technical base of state educational institutions—based on lists approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan—shall be exempt from customs duties (excluding customs clearance fees) until January 1, 2017, by way of exception.
The Ministry of Higher and Secondary Specialized Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan, together with the Ministry of Justice, shall submit to the Cabinet of Ministers, within one month, proposals on amendments and additions to the legislation arising from this resolution.
The responsibility for monitoring the implementation of this resolution shall be assigned to the First Deputy Prime Minister of the Republic of Uzbekistan, R.S. Azimov, and the Deputy Prime Minister of the Republic of Uzbekistan, A.I. Ikramov.
