Form of study: Full-time

Total credits: 240 ECTS (over 4 years, 60 ECTS per year)

Study load — the amount of time required by a student to achieve the expected learning outcomes through all types of academic activities (lectures, practical classes, seminars, course project (paper), internship, and independent work).

GPA (Grade Point Average) — the average value of a learner’s grades obtained within the program, calculated using the following formula:

K — the number of credits allocated to each subject/module;
U — the grade/score obtained by the student for each subject/module.

In this case, the student is awarded credits for a subject/module only if they have successfully completed it.

Students acquire general and professional competencies, knowledge, and skills through the completion of compulsory and elective courses included in the curriculum in a logical sequence, participation in internships, and the fulfillment of other academic activities and assignments.

Compulsory courses are a set of subjects within the bachelor’s degree program aimed directly at acquiring general and professional competencies, providing essential foundational knowledge and skills.

Elective courses are a set of subjects within the academic program designed to provide in-depth and additional knowledge based on the student's specialization. They aim to expand the competencies required for the chosen field, support the acquisition of additional qualifications, and foster the student’s personal interests, creative approaches, and talents.

The following internships are conducted within the academic program:

Qualification internship — is aimed at reinforcing theoretical knowledge gained from general and specialized subjects by integrating it with practical production processes, and at developing relevant practical skills, competencies, and qualifications.

For full-time students, the 4+2 format of the qualification internship is carried out during semesters 3 to 8. In this format, theoretical and practical training takes place on 4 days of the week, while the internship is conducted on the remaining 2 days.

Qualification Internship

Qualification and pedagogical internships are the process during which a student tests their professional knowledge in real conditions, applying theory to practice and preparing for teaching activities. During this period, the student becomes deeply involved in school life, develops pedagogical thinking, and gains experience in working independently and solving problematic situations.

Graduation Qualification Work (GQW)

Graduation Qualification Work (GQW) — is a final scientific paper in which the student independently demonstrates their acquired theoretical knowledge and practical skills based on scientific research. This work shows the student’s ability to identify a specific problem within their chosen specialty, analyze it, propose solutions, and draw scientific conclusions. The GQW is the final stage of the educational process and requires the student to conduct independent research, critical thinking, and academic writing skills.

A Short Guide to Writing the Graduation Qualification Work
1. Relevance to the Topic
The work must fully cover the chosen topic and answer the research question.
2. Analysis and Critical Thinking
In-depth analysis, independent reasoning, and well-founded conclusions are required.
3. Sources
Scientific, relevant, and diverse sources should be used, and accurate citations are required.
4. Structure
The introduction, main chapters, conclusion, and bibliography should be written clearly and in a logical sequence.
5. Academic Style
The text should be clear, concise, grammatically correct, and written in a formal academic style.
6. Creativity
The work should reflect new approaches, ideas, and proposals for solving the problem.
7. Methodology
If scientific research methods are used, they should be clearly and convincingly explained.

8. References and Citations

References should be provided in APA or another required style, ensuring that plagiarism is strictly avoided.

Expected Results (LOs - Learning Outcomes):

A student who has completed the 4th year:
·  Can independently analyze samples of foreign literature;

·  Carries out pedagogical activities in accordance with international standards;

·  Performs in-depth analysis of translation considering context, style, and meaning;

·  Can prepare the graduation qualification work based on scientific standards.

Note:

·  A minimum of 30 credits must be earned each semester.

·  The "English Language" course is conducted step-by-step every semester, progressing from CEFR level B2 to C1.

·  Graduates write their Graduation Qualification Work (GQW) in a chosen specialization (linguistics, translation, literature, or methodology).

·  At Uzbekistan State World Languages University, classes are practice-oriented, with active use of translation laboratories, language labs, and teaching internships.
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
